The Mary Liz Beaton Award is presented each year to an Active Mem-
ber, who has displayed outstanding commitment to the League and 
has done "above and beyond" her placement obligations. 
  Mary Liz Beaton became a Provisional of the League in 1988 and an 
Active member in 1989.  During her association w/ League, Mary Liz 
repeatedly demonstrated her remarkable spirit.  During the 1989-1990 
year, Mary Liz's diminishing health due to diabetes, kept her from at-
tending many meetings.  If unable to attend a meeting she made 
sure her League members knew that her absence was beyond her 
control.  In addition she asked friends to telephone her after the meet-
ing to keep her informed.  Whenever possible, she not only attended 
meetings, but also fulfilled her service commitment.  Again and again 
she considered and remembered her commitment to League, during 
episodes that were very hard for her.  Mary Liz passed away at the 
age of 32 due to complications of diabetes.  
   Mary Liz taught us how to live as she continued to look forward even 
when the future held a difficult journey for her.  Up until her last days, 
she talked about further service for League.  In teaching us how to live 
with optimism and selfless dedication to others, she ultimately taught 
us how to deal with our own mortality.  Her rich legacy will long be re-
membered by each of us.

This past year, also had their 2nd annual tal-
ent show in conjunction with the MidSouth Memphis Fair. Delicious refreshments included hot dogs, 
candy, drinks, and fresh baked goodies from Decatur Charity League. This is an excellent opportu-
nity for families to spend time together.  
 

Camp Hope 
Camp Hope is an annual one-day camp for children who have experienced a significant loss 
through death. The day is filled with activities that acknowledge feelings associated with loss and 
give the campers the opportunity to express those feelings. Activities include drama, arts & crafts, 
pet therapy and music. Each camper is paired with a volunteer “buddy” who is there for them 
throughout the day. 
 

Riverfest 
Riverfest is recognized by the State of Alabama as an official State Barbeque Championship com-
petition. The cook-off is sanctioned by, and conducted under, the rules of the Kansas City Barbeque 
Society, a national organization. Grand Champion winner of Riverfest automatically qualifies for the 
American Royal World Championship Barbecue Cook-off in Kansas City, Missouri and is entered into 
the Jack Daniel's World Championship Invitational drawing. 
Riverfest features over 70 professional and civilian BBQ cooking teams from all over the United States 
competing for prize money and trophies totaling $20,000.00. The teams will be competing in such 
categories as beef brisket, pork ribs (loin/spare), chicken, pork (shoulder/butt), and best sauce. 
Along with the cooking competition, there will be food vendors, live music, and children's activities. 
Proceeds from Riverfest benefit local charities in Decatur and Morgan County. 

 
Brooke Hill Run raises awareness for ovarian cancer 
When Brooke Hill, 33, died of ovarian cancer in November 2004, there were many avenues that fam-
ily and friends could have chosen to make her death have a special meaning to others.  
They chose ovarian cancer education to focus attention on detecting warning signs early.  
This is the driving force behind the third annual Brooke Hill Run for Awareness. 
 

Delano Park 12 Hour Run 
The Friends of Delano Park, a non-profit support group, has partnered with the Decatur Parks and 
Recreation Department to develop a master plan that will preserve, improve, promote, and main-
tain this historic green space in Decatur. Their projects have included a rose garden with new stone 
structures to match the 1930’s construction and also a children’s water pad. The net proceeds from 
the race will be donated to the Friends of Delano Park.

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Signature Project Option: Faces 
 We sincerely hope that you will accept FACES as your signature project.  I realize that our organization is very dif-
ferent from other projects you have taken on in the past.  Your assistance both financially and volunteer time would be a 
tremendous help.  These children and their situations are not going to go away as long as there are drugs and abuse in our 
world.  They have been through so much and a lot is needed to help them overcome all that has happened to them in 
their little lives. 
  Your help with emergency needs, basic items such as clothing and school items, counseling and special things to 
improve their self-esteem; working with us on our Christmas program, special events and especially our Christmas Open 
House and Silent Auction is greatly needed. 
  We do not go into this program lightly or to get anything in return but just by knowing about these children and 
some of the wonderful things that are happening to them, you will receive the satisfaction of knowing that by what you 
did ; that YOU MADE THE DIFFERENCE IN THE LIFE OF A CHILD. 
 
 Historically, Junior League has been involved in projects and programs that benefit children.  The kinds of things 
that FACES currently does and hopes to do in the future will appeal to present and potential members because these are 
the kinds of activities that interest educated, energetic young women. 
 As both Junior League and FACES are established and respected service organizations, a partnership will allow 
both groups to reach out to the community in a joint effort to help meet the needs of a special group of children.  Many of 
the events that FACES sponsors receive coverage in the media.  As our community partner, Junior League would benefit 
from this publicity as well.  This would be reciprocal in that FACES would benefit from Junior League’s involvement.  The 
investment of time and energy of both Junior League members and the FACES board would result in enhancing the lives 
of foster children living in out of home placements, as well as promoting the positive images of both organizations. 
 The biggest fund raiser for FACES is the Christmas Open House and Silent Auction.  This is a heavily publicized event 
held in December. Area merchants are offered an opportunity to donate items for the silent auction.  Donors are recog-
nized in the advertisements for the event.  Response from these business owners is excellent because they recognize the 
impact FACES has on the lives of the children whom we serve.  Some of our outreach activities include the Special Friend 
program and the Foster Parent Appreciation dinner.  This is an annual event during which the foster parents are provided 
a night out at Burningtree County Club, while child care is provided in a nearby church.  The Special Friend program 
matches community partners with a child so that child can be recognized on his/her birthday and other special occasions 
throughout the year. 
 Aside from the potential for new member recruitment and retention for both Junior League and FACES, the overall 
benefit comes in seeing the faces of the children when they receive gifts from their Special Friend or when FACES is able to 
help with the expense of an activity that otherwise would not be an option for the children.  We are making an investment 
in the lives of these precious children. 

Signature Project Option: Carnegie Visual Arts 
 The Carnegie Visual Arts Center is seeking support for the development and implementation of a new visual arts 
experience for children. Margaret’s Masterpiece is the working title for a creative and interactive children’s hands-on art 
center that will be the centerpiece of a large scale expansion of the Carnegie Visual Arts Center ’s campus in Historic Old 
Decatur.  This expansion (which will not change the current physical structure) will take place immediately south of the 
current location and will broaden the programs of CVAC and add services for elementary aged children via a hands-on 
children’s art center and accommodations Artist-In-Residence participants, meeting space for community groups, much 
needed storage and other appropriate ancillary components.  Funds from JLMC will be used to construct museum quality 
activities for children 18 months to 12 years of age to be used in the Hands-On Children’s Art Center. As all funds commit-
ted to this project will be part of a large capital campaign, it is likely that funds distributed in the latter years of the project 
may also be used for disposable supplies for specific activity centers.  These supplies may include, but are not limited to, 
paper, paint, brushes, markers, ink, crayons, audio and visual equipment and other teaching materials.  There are numer-
ous opportunities for volunteerism in this project as Margaret’s Masterpiece will require daily volunteers to staff the space 
during regular business hours which will include weekend hours.  Additionally, volunteer services will be required for special 
events and activities to introduce the program to the community at large.  Further, it would be the desire of the Carnegie 
Visual Arts Center to place a Junior League representative on the Board of Directors for a term to coincide with the term 
of the funding of this project and beyond. 



Signature Project Option: Public Library  
Why Should JLMC Support the Decatur Public Library? 

 
 Every good library should be the foundation of a community…a foundation that will help build and support an 
educated and informed community…a foundation that can support the community in all of its educational and entertain-
ment needs. Decatur Public Library strives to be that foundation by providing an inviting atmosphere for children and their 
families to read, learn, and explore.  
 
 The Decatur Public Library has resided in its current building at 504 Cherry Street since 1973. The Junior League of 
Morgan County was an original supporter of the library and provided the initial furnishings for the children’s department. 
Due to community support and grant funds, the library has been able to replace and repair some furnishings over the last 
30 years. However, the children’s department is still in need of child friendly furnishings, quality materials, special program-
ming, and volunteers to help maintain children’s services and provide a solid foundation for Morgan County youth. 
 
 As part of the library’s long term plan, the children’s department has set several goals we would like to achieve by 
2015. These goals include: 
• Replacing the worn and dirty carpet in the children’s department, story room, and community room 

• Purchasing new furnishings for the department 

• Expand the children’s audio-visual collection 

• Purchase quality children’s fiction and non-fiction titles 

• Create themed “Stories to Go” boxes for educators and daycare workers  to use in a classroom setting 

• Purchase new puppets for patron use 

• Purchase updated language learning sets (Hooked on Phonics) for patron use 

• Increase children’s programming 

• Increase outreach services to local schools and daycares 
Provide assistance to children’s department patrons during business hours. 
In order to achieve these goals, the library is in need of monetary and volunteer support from Junior League of Morgan 
County. These goals are merely suggestions of what we envision for the children’s department in the next five years and 
any input from Junior League members would be welcome. 
How Will the Decatur Public Library Help JLMC? 

 
The Junior League of Morgan County can benefit in two main ways:  
-Members will have a variety of hours and situations to pick from to meet their volunteer requirements and personal inter-
ests. 
-JLMC will have an increased presence in the community. 
 
 JLMC members can be utilized as library volunteers in many different ways. Those who have strong leadership skills 
may be involved in the planning and implementation process to help the library achieve our long term goals. The planning 
process may include involvement with the Decatur Library Board and the Friends of the Decatur Public Library, as well as 
the numerous other organizations that provide support for the library (Rotary Club, Women’s Chamber, Decatur City Coun-
cil, Morgan County Commissioners…). Members will also meet frequently with the children’s department head and direc-
tor of the library to make sure we are reaching the goals of the library and the JLMC. Those who have teaching or child-
care experience may be involved in planning and running of children’s programs and outreach services. As part of this 
programming, JLMC members can serve as liaisons between the library and program speakers, school officials, or daycare 
directors. Volunteers will also be needed in the children’s department on nights and weekends to assist patrons, straighten 
shelves, and special projects such as labeling AR books.  
 
 By collaborating with the Decatur Public Library, we believe that the Junior League will be able to have a con-
stant presence in the community. The library is already a well established business that serves all ages, races, and socio-
economic backgrounds. The library is able to reach outside city limits and attract patrons from across Morgan, Lawrence, 
and Cullman counties because of the quality materials and services we offer. As always, any organization that makes a 
donation of goods or services will be recognized. Whether it is permanent plaques in the children’s department, book 
plates, news releases, website information, in-house library publicity, or volunteer nametags, the Junior League of Morgan 
County name can be attached to every aspect of this service project. Not only can JLMC be recognized in library public-
ity, but they will be a personal presence in the community as they volunteer in the children’s department, run programs, 
and are involved in the library board and other organizations that support the Decatur Public Library. Hopefully, this in-
creased presence in the community will boost membership numbers and increase awareness about the Junior League as 
a service organization.
